4 to 6 Years Old
7 to 9 Years Old

10 to 12 Years Old
RULES:
1. Contestants will have 30 seconds to create the highest possible single stack
of cookies.
2. Cookies may not be organized prior to stacking.
3. No adhesives, supports, or pyramids may be used.
4. Cookies may not be broken or twisted apart.
5. At the end of 30 seconds, contestants must remove hands and the stack
must remain standing by itself for three seconds.
6. If a child’s stack is knocked down by another child’s stack during the 30
second waiting period, it will be counted. If it is knocked down during compe-
tition there will be a restart.
7. First Place - $15.00, Second - $10.00, and Third - $5.00 will be awarded in
each category.
